A Define how wastewater will be treated
A Prescriptions initially identified by DMAs in accordance with
nlanning guidelines established by USEPA
A DMAs are required to develop a plan to provide for adequate
wastewater treatment over the 20-year time frame
A Originally, three general categories for sewer service were used:
(a) areas already served by sanitary sewers
(b) areas most likely sewered during the next 20 years

(c) areas not likely to have sewers for at least 20 years

A NOACA currently allows six (6) prescription categories
